CONFIRMATION CLASS EXPECTATIONS

ATTENDANCE AT ALL CLASSES

Classes will (generally) be held the first three Wednesdays of the month from
6:30-7:30 p.m. Two excused absences are permitted as long as make-up assignments
are completed.

COMPLETION OF ALL CLASS ASSIGNMENTS
Regular class assignments should take no more than 1 hour to complete. If you
are excused from class, assignments can be handed in at the following class.

MEET WITH MENTORS

Each Confirmand will be assigned/select a Mentor to accompany them through
their Confirmation experience. Meetings with Mentors will take place during regularly
scheduled class time approximately twice a month.

COMPLETION OF AT LEAST 12 MEDITATION FEED-BACK FORMS

These are to be found and turned in at the front desk in the church office. If you
are out of town and worship elsewhere, just bring back the worship bulletin signed by
the minister and that will count the same.

COMPLETION OF EACH OF THE REQUIRED FATIH EXPERIENCES

These are the trips we take to experience other religious traditions. If one of
these experiences is missed, you are encouraged to make it up the following year, even
after you have been confirmed.

SERVE THE CHURCH

Each Confirmand will serve the church at least two times in some way during the
year. Some examples: an Usher, a Greeter, a Server for Coffee Fellowship, a Liturgist,
a soloist, a video camera operator, or a Sunday School teaching assistant, etc.

SERVE THE COMMUNITY

Each Confirmand will take part in at least one community service project. The
project can be through another service organization or through our church.

COMPLETE 1 "STATEMENT OF FAITH"
These will be finished in Grade 10 fall classes and then presented to the Senior
Pastor in October and the congregation on Confirmation Sunday.
